Rutgers’ Greg Schiano Named 
Walter Camp’s 2006 “Coach of the Year”

NEW HAVEN, CT – Greg Schiano, head coach of the Texas Bowl-bound Rutgers Scarlet Knights, has been selected as the Walter Camp Football Foundation 2006 “Coach of the Year” presented by UHY LLP (www.uhy-us.com).   
The Walter Camp Coach of the Year recipient is voted by the nation’s 119 Division I-A coaches and sports information directors.  Schiano is the second Rutgers coach to earn this award, joining former Scarlet Knight head coach Frank L. Burns who won the honor in 1976.   Schiano is the first Big East coach since 1999 (Frank Beamer, Virginia Tech) to earn Walter Camp Coach of the Year honors

The 2006 season was a historic one for Rutgers.  Under Schiano’s guidance, the Scarlet Knights (10-2) reached ten victories for just the second time (1976 was the other) in the 137-year history of the program.   The program also earned its first top-10 national ranking in school history and its 28-25 victory over then third-ranked Louisville marked the first win over a top-five opponent.   
In addition to his head coaching duties, Schiano serves as his team’s defensive coordinator and has been instrumental in Rutgers’ success.  The Scarlet Knight defense currently ranks seventh nationally in scoring defense (14.7 points allowed per game) and ninth in total defense (259.7 yards allowed per game). 

Now in his sixth year as head coach, Schiano has taken Rutgers to consecutive bowl berths and totaled a 17-7 overall record (9-5 in the Big East) over the last two seasons.  Schiano was recently recognized as the 2006 Big East Coach of the Year and Home Depot National Coach of the Year.  One year after earning a bid to the Insight Bowl, the Scarlet Knights will face Kansas State in the Texas Bowl on December 28 at Reliant Stadium in Houston.

A native of Wyckoff, N.J., Schiano is a 1988 graduate of Bucknell University where he was a three-letterwinner and standout linebacker for the Bison.  Schiano and his wife, Christy, have four children.
Schiano, “Player of the Year” award winner Troy Smith (Ohio State) and all of the members of the 2006 Walter Camp All-America team will be honored at the organization’s national awards banquet on Saturday, January 13, 2007 at the Yale University Commons.
